In 2002, Gene was hired by Indy car driver and
Indy 500 Champion Kenny Brack as band leader

and musical director for, Kenny Brack and the
Subwoofers, sponsored by Pioneer. The Subwoofers
toured with the IRL in 2003. Kenny Brack and the
Subwoofers released a CD “Live in Nashville”
featuring Lynyrd Skynyrd’s guitar legend, Ed King.

Since the mid 1980’s, Gene Deer has been
building the bridge between Rock and Blues
music. Playing over 250 shows a year, Deer is
one of the Indiana Blues scene faces that has
covered the midwest. The stage is his second
home, wether it be a concert, festival or local

blues club.
